3. What do you have to do?
If eligible, attend an ‘entrepreneurial bootcamp’ then complete the application form, answering the following:

· What would a KSAC Enterprise Assistance grant mean to your business and how will you utilise the funds? 

· What are your short-term (1-2 years) and long-term growth plans for the business? How will this grant contribute to your plan? 

· How does your business impact profit, people or place? (KSA or Jamaica)

· What makes your business unique? 

· What inspired you to become an entrepreneur? 
If you are selected, you will participate in ‘Up and Running’ workshops covering people management and productivity
The workshops will prepare you to write/updatea job description and employment contract, which must be submitted in order to access a grant of $130,000.
What else should you know?
· Grants will be awarded competitively with all applications scored against assessment criteria
· Only one grant will be awarded per person/company

· The Grant is subject to availability of funds
· 5 Grants will be awarded in this round
