After applications close, you and your daughter will be invited to an enrolment
interview. This meeting allows us to get to know you both and to discuss what our
College community can offer your child.

4. Collaborative enrolment process:

Our Lady of Sion College respects that the final choice rests with parents/carers and
supports families throughout this process. To this end, we work with neighbouring
Catholic schools to ensure each student receives only one offer.

5. Enrolment offers:
Offers are made by the end of Term 3, 2026.

6. Acceptance of offers:
Parents/carers accept their offer by the beginning of Term 4, 2026.
