
 

Privacy Policy 

Overview 
This Privacy Policy describes how your personal information is handled in Skipping 
Skills and Skipping Skills Unlocked for iOS and the web version of Skipping Skills 
(hosted through Thinkific). 

Skipping Skills and Skipping Skills Unlocked for iOS 
The iOS app versions of Skipping Skills do not collect, use, save, or have access to any 
of your personal data. When you make in-app-purchases or purchase Skipping Skills 
Unlocked, the App Store handles all personal and payment information required to 
make the transaction. Please refer to the App Store Privacy Policy for more information. 
Skipping Skills never has access to any of your personal or payment information. 

If you choose to utilize the “video yourself” feature (video camera icon in the top right 
corner of the app), the app will ask your permission to access your camera and 
microphone. If you accept and record a video, the video will not be saved anywhere, 
including your own device. Skipping Skills will never have access to any of your photos 
or videos. This feature is designed to help you learn jump rope skills by allowing you to 
see yourself performing the skills, without having to leave the app or clutter your 
camera roll with videos. 

Skipping Skills Web Version 

What information do we collect and what do we do with it? 
When you enroll as a student or subscriber (“learner”) in Skipping Skills, as part of the 
enrolling process, we collect the personal information you give us such as your name 
and email address. We will also collect your name and email address when you sign up 
to receive any free content (e.g. free preview of the program, PDF list of skills) from 
Skipping Skills. 



Email marketing: we may send you emails about Skipping Skills, registration, course 
content, your course progress or other updates. We may also use your email to inform 
you about changes/updates or to ask your opinion. 

Skipping Skills will not share or sell your personal information. 

How do you get my consent? 
When you provide us with personal information to become a learner on Skipping Skills, 
make a purchase, or participate in the content, you imply that you consent to our 
collecting it and using it for that specific reason only. 

If we ask for your personal information for a secondary reason, like marketing, we will 
either ask you directly for your expressed consent, or provide you with an opportunity 
to opt out. 

How do I withdraw my consent? 
If after you opt-in, you change your mind, you may withdraw your consent for us to 
contact you, for the continued collection, use or disclosure of your information, at

Thinkific 
The web version of Skipping Skills is hosted by Thinkific Labs Inc. (“Thinkific”). They 
provide us with the online course creation platform that allow us to sell our program to 
you. 

Your data is stored through Thinkific’s data storage, databases and the general Thinkific 
application. They store your data on a secure server behind a firewall. 

Payment 
If you make a purchase for the web version of Skipping Skills (through Thinkific), we use 
a third party payment processor such as Stripe or Paypal. Payments are encrypted 
through the Payment Card Industry Data Security Standard (PCI-DSS). Your purchase 
transaction data is stored only as long as is necessary to complete your purchase 
transaction. 
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All direct payment gateways adhere to the standards set by PCI-DSS as managed by 
the PCI Security Standards Council, which is a joint effort of brands like Visa, 
MasterCard, American Express and Discover. 

PCI-DSS requirements help ensure the secure handling of credit card information by 
our site and related courses and its service providers.

Security 
To protect your personal information, we take reasonable precautions and follow 
industry best practices to make sure it is not inappropriately lost, misused, accessed, 
disclosed, altered or destroyed. 

If you provide us with your credit card information (through the Thinkifc platform), the 
information is encrypted using secure socket layer technology (SSL) and stored with a 
AES-256 encryption. Although no method of transmission over the Internet or 
electronic storage is 100% secure, we follow all PCI-DSS requirements and implement 
additional generally accepted industry standards. 

Cookies 
When on the Thinkific hosted portions of Skipping Skills, cookies or similar tracking 
technologies are collected. This means information that our website’s server transfers 
to your computer. This information can be used to track your session on our website. 
Cookies may also be used to customize our website content for you as an individual. If 
you are using one of the common Internet web browsers, you can set up your browser 
to either let you know when you receive a cookie or to deny cookie access to your 
computer.

Web Analysis Tools 
We may use web analysis tools that are built into the Skipping Skills website to 
measure and collect anonymous session information. 

Age of Consent 
By using Skipping Skills, you represent that you are at least the age of majority in your 
state or province of residence, or that a parent or guardian has given permission and/or 
purchased the program on behalf of the minor.
