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This learning sequence helps children write a sophisticated recount of an event in a manageable process. As with all the learning sequences, stages can be substituted and adapted to suit 
the lesson. The diagram below illustrates how a simple ‘time-based’ concept can form the foundation to a richer piece of writing. As with all the builds, the steps (and the amount of them) 
can be substituted and adapted.
