Bolder than Captain Kirk and
richer than Elon Musk this wine is full bodied and bursting with ripe red
berries, a touch of tobacco, a dollop of chocolate and a long peppery finish,
makes this wine enjoyable with or with out food.

2022 Giordana Primitivo
     Puglia, Italian
We weren’t sure where to place this wine as its grape varietals were similar
to that of shiraz and Syrah than any other varietals  hence why it is placed
here.  Deep red in colour with a black cherry, fig and vanilla on the nose, full
bodied on the palette, smooth and bursting with red stone fruit.

2020 Elephant Hill Syrah
     Hawke’s Bay, NZ
If Australia and a shiraz are a match made in heaven then Gimblette Gravels
Hawke’s Bay and Syrah wouldn’t be too far behind, although not as powerful
as an Australian Shiraz, this wine could be potentially more sophisticated.
Combining soft ripe berry fruit and delicate spice flavours, produce a medium
bodied wine, a refined and silky finish, with soft tannins and a touch of oak
leaves a generous mouth and texture. Enjoy on its own or with red meat.

2021 Boulder Bay Syrah
     Moturoa Island, Bay of Islands, Nz
This Syrah is a stones throw away form its cousin the landing and the same
terroir and climate makes them close cousins.  the palette is brimming with
black current, plums and liquorice.  The tannins are finely balanced with a
soft finish and harmonious well integrated oak.

2020 Langmeil Shiraz Valley Floor 
     Maclaren Vale, Australia.
A beautiful Shiraz from Maclaren Vale one of my go to wine regions in
Australia. This wine is crimson in colour with purple hues. and the nose has
hints of sweet spice and chocolate. The wine is medium bodied and the
palate shows hints of Mocha, chocolate mint and vanilla which flow through
to a fruity, peppery spicy finish. Now imagine Nigella Lawson saying the
description and it might add another layer to how wonderful this wine is.

2022 Stormwood Single estate Syrah
    Waiheke Island, Nz
This 2022 vintage is currently regarded as exceptional and possibly one of
their best.  Aromas of blackberry with hints of plums and spice, this is a
medium bodied wine showing an abundance of sweet fruits and ripe fruity
tannins.
