I hope you’re registered to vote already, but just in case you aren’t or need to update your voting 
information, the New Jersey voter registration deadline to vote in the 2025 June Primary 
Election is May 20th. New Jersey has online voter registration, making it easy and fast to 
register to vote.   
   
You can register to vote if you are:  

●​ A U.S. citizen  
●​ 17 years old (with the understanding you may not vote before your 18th birthday)  
●​ Have been a resident of your NJ county 30 days before the elections  
●​ Not currently serving a sentence of incarceration for a felony conviction. 

Individuals on probation or parole are eligible to register to vote.  
  
   

You need to re-register to vote if you change your name, address, signature, or complete 
your sentence of incarceration.  
  
If you are not sure if you are already registered to vote or if your registration is current, you can 
check your voter registration status online using this “Am I Registered” tool. Be sure to check 
that your status is active, and that your address and name are correct.
