g. Dan Fraczkowski, President ANA-Illinois SNAI and General Assembly information: 

i. The nurse practice act is sun setting, what that means is that every 10 years the Illinois legislature comes together to review and revise the Nurse Practice Act that governs all of nursing in Illinois.  We have formed a coalition with all the organizations of the nursing community to make the changes that we want to see.  For example, having education recognized across the board by having all the nursing programs accredited.  That would mean that courses and credits can transfer between programs.   We will be introducing a bill in the Fall.  We have an advocacy portal to get information on the legislative pieces on the ANA website.   On the side of the portal you can see that over 30 organizations in Illinois participated.  Another example is the language of discipline and enforcement; we are looking to have language that is not ageist.  I am also on the board of the Student Nursing Association, SNAI.  They meet 9 months out of the year.  October 1st and 2nd, the Student Conference will take place.  Sometimes the schools can get funding to send the students.  40 under 40, tell your friends.  We have space for 150 people, so register to attend early.   Free webinar on Leadership and Nurses on Boards September 15th 12 to 1pm the webinar is free of charge.  It is called Leap into Leadership Webinar.   We were able to get the authority to have the Nurses Saves Lives license plate.  So those of us that registered will be receiving information on getting that.  
h. Resurrection University will have a scholarship to donate to a student of their own program during our scholarship gala. University of Phoenix is also interested in awarding a scholarship.  

i. Diana Ortega and Vanessa put together a slide show of the NAHN conference.  Remember that the next conference is July 18 through 21, 2017 in Phoenix, Arizona.  The event will be at the Biltmore Hotel.
