For a deeper tone, the oak undergoes a traditional fuming pro-
cess, where it is exposed to a small amount of ammmonia vapors in
a sealed environment for 20 hours. This reaction with the wood's
natural tannins enhances the grain structure and deepens the
color. As a natural, non-surface-based treatment, no dyes are used,
preserving the wood's authentic character. Variations in hue may
occur depending on the tannin content of each piece.
