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Light Oval Table reflects Matthew Hilton’s interest in the concept of ‘impossible lightness,’ where he 
tries to create the feeling of greater spaciousness in a room by reducing the visual weight of his 
furniture. Surprisingly slender, this sculptural table features a slim tabletop, with timber planks 
oriented lengthwise to proudly display the quality and natural beauty of the material, and a canti-
levered leg with complex joinery.
