“By this novena (of chaplets, before the Feast of Mercy), I will grant every possible grace to
souls” (Diary, 796) 
The Chaplet of Divine Mercy as a Novena begins on Good Friday, April 3 thru Saturday, April
11.  “On each day you will bring to My Heart a different group of souls and you will immerse
them in this ocean of My mercy, and I will bring all these souls into the house of My Father…” 
“On each day you will beg My Father, on the strength of My bitter Passion, for graces for these
souls.”
(Pray the Divine Mercy Chaplet, each day, for the following daily intention.)

FIRST DAY - “Today bring to Me ALL MANKIND, ESPECIALLY ALL SINNERS.”
SECOND DAY - “Today bring to Me THE SOULS OF PRIESTS AND RELIGIOUS.”
THIRD DAY - “Today bring to Me ALL DEVOUT AND FAITHFUL SOULS.”
FOURTH DAY - “Today bring to Me THOSE WHO DO NOT BELIEVE IN ME AND

THOSE WHO DO NOT YET KNOW ME.”
FIFTH DAY -“Today bring to Me THE SOULS OF THE SEPARATED BRETHREN.”
SIXTH DAY - “Today bring to Me THE MEEK AND HUMBLE SOULS AND THE SOULS

OF LITTLE CHILDREN.”
SEVENTH DAY - “Today bring to Me THE SOULS WHO ESPECIALLY VENERATE AND

GLORIFY MY MERCY.”
EIGHTH DAY - “Today bring to Me THE SOULS WHO ARE DETAINED IN

PURGATORY.”
NINTH DAY - “Today bring to Me SOULS WHO HAVE BECOME LUKEWARM.”
