2. All applications must be returned to your guidance counselor:

The recipient will be notified by phone and required to accept the scholarship on April 22, 2026 at the Valerie Theater at 7:00 pm. 
4. The monetary award will be forwarded to the selected post-secondary institution upon documentation (student ID and proof of registered classes) obtained by the student from the school that the recipient is currently enrolled in.

Criteria Checklist:

The applicant must be a Citrus County resident of at least one year.

The applicant must be a graduating senior at Crystal River High School, Citrus High School, or Lecanto High School and pursuing a degree in a theater related major. (This can include acting, sound, music, set production, direction, play writing, etc.)
_____3.
Grades:  The transcript of the applicant must be submitted (can be the unofficial transcript).  The transcript must include the current GPA and SAT/ACT scores.  Students must earn at least a 2.5 GPA.
_____4.
Must list all activities they have participated in related to theater both inside and outside school.
_____5.
Community Involvement: List all contributions to the community and/or work and/or volunteer experience. Evidence of involvement in community activities may help to document a student's leadership skills.
