EDUCATIONAL PROGRAM
LITERATURE:  Building on our Term 2 Read Aloud study
that started in February, students will spend the coming
weeks diving deep into characterization and the timeless
themes of S.E. Hinton's novel, The Outsiders. They will
craft a heartfelt eulogy for a major character and will
sharpen their academic writing by composing a literary
essay on the theme of conflict, featuring direct
evidence from the text. To bridge the gap between
media, we will also view the film adaptation to analyze
the similarities and differences between the two.
Finally, students curate character playlists, drawing
connections between contemporary lyrics and the lives
of the Greasers and Socs.

MATH: The instructional learning targets of the CSA
middle school math curriculum focus on developing
students' proficiency in key mathematical areas such as
ratios, geometry, algebraic expressions, and statistics,
while fostering critical thinking, problem-solving, and
real-world application skills. The curriculum is designed
to prepare students for high school math and beyond by
encouraging a deep understanding of mathematical
concepts.

EDUCATIONAL PROGRAM
SCIENCE:  In this month's Engineering Internship,
students play the role of chemical engineering interns at
Futura Engineering. They will consider the design problem
of how to create an incubator that considers three
criteria: keep the baby's average temperature close to
37°C, minimize the time outside the healthy
temperature range, and keep costs low. Students use the
BabyWarmer Design Tool to collect and analyze data
about their designs, complete iterative tests, and learn
about optimizing designs. By the end of this unit,
students will compose a written proposal that supports
their optimal designs for making an effective portable
incubator, while managing the trade-offs among the
project criteria.

SOCIAL STUDIES:  This month, students will be finishing
our unit on Ancient Greece. We will be ending the unit
with a culminating project that students have already
been having a great time working on. After this unit, we
will be moving into Ancient Rome, where we will continue
to learn about the ancient world, early forms of
government, and what contributes to both the rise and
fall of these civilizations. This unit will continue up until
spring break, where we will end the unit with a summative
assessment. 

It is so hard to believe we are already at MARCH! There are so many exciting things happening around
school over the next several weeks and into April. From Shakespeare performances and basketball
games in March, to Third Year Speeches in April... not to mention SPRING BREAK! The Fousties have

been hard at work, and we are looking forward to seeing how everything will pay off! Thank you,
Families, for your amazing support!



In Term 2, we transition our focus to the Community, centered on the themes of Optimism and Getting Along
with Others (See photos page of the Fousties showcasing their "Better Together" Projects!). Students will

move from managing their own feelings to understanding the feelings of those around them. Specifically, we
will target the skills necessary to use positive communication to interact effectively with peers. A major

focus will be placed on the "work" of friendship: how to develop and maintain positive relationships through
active listening and empathy. Finally, students will be equipped with support for conflict resolution, learning

how to navigate disagreements with a helpful, optimistic mindset that prioritizes solution-seeking over blame.
