Today’s Sermon

Guard the Deposit,
Grow the Faith

1.  Paul urges Timothy to “guard the good deposit” (v. 14). What
     has God “deposited” into your life—whether faith, gifts, or
     opportunities —that you need to guard and steward faithfully
     today? How might distractions, fears, or compromises threaten
     that deposit in your current season of life?

2.  Paul reminds Timothy that “God gave us a spirit not of fear but
     of power, love, and self-control” (v. 7). Where do you feel most
     tempted to shrink back in fear—at school, at work, in family, or
     in sharing your faith? How could God’s Spirit empower you to
     respond instead with courage, love, and self-discipline?

3.  Paul challenges Timothy not to be ashamed of testifying about
     Jesus or suffering for the gospel (vv. 8–9). What situations in
     your daily life test your boldness to stand for Christ? In what
     practical ways can you live unashamed of the gospel this week
     — whether through words, choices, or integrity?
