Beginning this year, our club is planning a series of new events in conjunction with a learning
platform called MasterClass.

MasterClass was established in 2015, an on-line learning platform offering courses taught by world-
renowned subject experts, celebrities, and industry leaders.

In response, their work will be showcased at
our annual Art Show, fo be held at OTCC from September 18 to 27, 2026.

March (*TBD) : Culinary Arts - The art and science of artisan bread baking, guided by Apollonia
Poilana. Our esteemed Leslie Herron will serve as our quest speaker and hands-on scientist,
demonstrating the infricate steps of artisan bread making.

August (*TBD) : Performing Arts - MasterClass with Ringo Starr, following the presentation by our
quest speaker, Charisse Rudolf, who will share the health benefits of recreational drumming.

October (*TED): A Sommeliers Snob-Free Guide o Wine, authored by Emily Wine. Emily debunks
wine misconceptions and dispels snobbery, empowering attendees to acquire the skills of wine
selection, pairing, and pouring.
