P Install the Battery > Remove the Battery

1. Grasp the battery release latch at the two grooves,
then align the battery with the battery slot and insert
it from the bottom.

2. Once the battery is fully seated in the slot, release
the battery release latch. Make sure the battery remains
securely locked in place.
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» Charging the Battery

For regular use, the terminal can be fully charged within 4
hours. We highly recommend using the original adapter.
Connect the USB-C cable to the USB port on the EA530,
and plug the other end of the USB cable into the AC
power adapter. Then, insert the AC power adapter into
the electrical outlet.

When the EA530 is charging, the LED indicator will turn
red. Once the battery is fully charged, the LED indicator
will turn green.
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» Checking Battery Status

If the battery power becomes low during normal use, a status
icon will appear on the device screen indicating a low or very
low battery status. In either case, please back up your data and
recharge your device as soon as possible.
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Grasp the battery release latch from the two grooves and
gently lift it upward.
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» Checking LED Status

Battery Charging
Red Light Battery Low when Flashing (Less
Than 15%)
. Battery Fully Charged
Green Light Barcode Scan Good Read
Blue Light Message

When the Scanner App is running, the LED is controlled
by the app. There will be no LED display (neither Red
nor Green) when the battery is depleted, even when
connected to AC power.

WARNING!
