Rewind & Rediscover - Mason Library

The Mason Library was made possible by
a bequest of Mary A. Mason of in memory
of her husband, Henry Hobart Mason.

Known for its attractive, classical design
with two fireplaces and a vaulted, coffered
ceiling, it has served as a central
community hub for over a century.

Mrs. Mason left $50,000 to build and furnish a new library, to replace one in a clapboard
house previously on the site. Mrs. Mason summered in Great Barrington and is buried
there.

The Mason Library Great Barrington was designed by Blanchard & Barnes of New York. A
few months after the library’s summer 1913 opening, Architecture Magazine featured
pages of Mason Library glamour shots and a detailed, fold-out drawing of its west-facing
façade. Architects from New York’s Blanchard & Barnes had won a competition among
eight firms to design the building, and the magazine’s editors were effusive about the
result. Mason was “the most attractive small library building in America,” they wrote, and
“the most exquisitely complete piece of architectural design which has appeared in a long
time.”

In April, 2007 the building the rededicated after extensive renovations that doubled its size
and made it handicapped accessible. The additions and renovations to the Mason Library
Project consisted of the construction of a two-story addition as well as renovations to the
existing building and site. 

In July 2025 the Mason Library celebrated
the newly renovated front steps, and
benches. Fruthemore, a permanent bronze
sculpture paying tribute to W.E.B. Du Bois
sits on the renovated marble benches. The
front of the library is a popular gathering
place on weekends, often used as a
community hub, where children can sit and
read and audiences gather for
performances.

Ever wonder about the stone base located
on the lawn? That used, to be the base for
an Alaskan Totem Pole that was placed
there by a local resident who moved to
Alaska during the gold rush. The totem
pole was removed after World War II but
the stone base still remains.
