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"On that day, when evening had come,
he said to them, 'Let us go across to

the other side.' And leaving the crowd
behind, they took him with them in the
boat, just as he was.

Other boats were with him. A great
windstorm arose, and the waves beat
into the boat, so that the boat was
already being swamped. But he was in
the stern, asleep on the cushion, and they
woke him up and said to him, "Teacher,
do you not care that we are perishing?’'

And waking up, he rebuked the wind
and said to the sea, 'Be silent! Be stilll'
Then the wind ceased, and there was a

dead calm.

He said to them, 'Why are you afraid?
Have you still no faith?' And they were
filled with great fear and said to one
another, ' Who then is this, that even
the wind and the sea obey him?' - Mark
4:35-41 (NRSVUE)

This is one of my favorite Bible
passages, and not only because Jesus
takes a nap (although that is some
amazing role modeling for us all).

It's one of my favorites because Jesus
brings calm. He brings calm at a time
when the disciples were afraid. And I
believe Jesus brings calm today.

March 18, 1871

The Methodist Widows' and Orphans' Home is officially
incorporated by the state legislature. The first children come to
live at the orphanage in Louisville on February 23, 1883.

April 10, 1904
The Women's Christian Association is formed in Owensboro,
Kentucky, with Mrs. Mary Kendall serving as its first president.
They would purchase their first building to care for women and
children in July.

June 15, 1931

To meet the growing need of children, the Home relocates to
a large farm in Versailles, Kentucky. At its peak, the Versailles
campus housed around 100 children. The name is changed to
the Methodist Home of Kentucky, Inc.

November 1, 1984

The Methodist Home and Mary Kendall Home join together

to care for children across Kentucky. Around the same era, we
transition from operating as an orphanage to a treatment home
for youth in foster care.

August 1, 2001

After over 100 years of experience in residential care, we launch

a new initiative: community-based services to help keep families
together. These programs are essential to helping prevent abuse
and neglect.

October 13, 2017

KyUMH moves from Versailles to Nicholasville. This allowed
KyUMH to focus on expanding community-based services and
reduced the cost of managing the aging Versailles campus.

For as long as Riley* can remember,
she rarely unpacked her boxes when
she moved.

Living in foster care, she moved from
home to home. As a result, Riley
never trusted she could put down
roots in one place, so she always left

her belongings packed.

When Riley turned 18 and aged out of
foster care, she tried living on her own.
After a few months, she decided she
wanted and needed more support.

Riley came to our Independent
Living program, but not without her
doubts. “I was expecting to just leave,”
she admits. “I had very little faith.”

After a few days, the staff noticed
Riley hadn’t unpacked her boxes.

Nevertheless, we continued to care
for and support Riley. Riley realized
that we genuinely cared about her and
wanted to see her succeed.

After about two months with us, we
celebrate that Riley unpacked all of
her boxes!

“KyUMH is very different than
other agencies I have been with,”
says Riley. “It’s nice to know that
there’s always a person to call. Not
many people are like that.”

With the support of our staff, Riley

has found new ways to cope with her

life could have looked a lot different...I
have not had an easy life, so I want
to be intentional with the choices I
make." She hopes to one day become
a travel nurse and help others.

mental health challenges. She has
shifted her focus from day-to-day
survival to long-term goals.
