A MESSAGE FROM THE LEADERSHIP - Laurence

Good morning all,

| see regular sunrises at work and saw an impressive bright pink to orange one recently.

It made me remember the saying 'red sky in the morning, shepherd's warning, red sky at night,
shepherd's delight' regarding seeing the signs and recognising what that may mean. Variations use
sailors instead of a shepherd, but the general idea comes from Matthew 16:2-3 where Jesus confronts
the Pharisees and Sadducees when they asked him to show them a sign from heaven.

Jesus replies that they know how to interpret the weather signs but cannot interpret the signs of the
times. Also, that a wicked and adulterous generation asks for a sign from Heaven, but that they would be
given the sign of Judah. Judah, spending 3 days in the fish's belly and turned in repentance to God to be
spat out and live, preceded Jesus being 3 days in the grave and rising to life to save us from our sins.

Signs and responses from God to our prayers are all around, even if those responses are that we are to
wait for him. Psalm 27:14 states "Wait for the Lord, be strong and have courage; wait for the Lord".

As we bring our prayers and requests to him, look for his reply and take heart knowing the all-powerful
and all-knowing creator of the universe has heard you, and knows you by name.
