A MESSAGE FROM THE LEADERSHIP - Mike

This has been a demanding season and in times like these it is both easiest to lose sight of Jesus
and most important that we don’t.

He says: “Come to me, all you who are weary and carry heavy burdens, | will give you rest. Take my
yoke upon you. Let me teach you, because | am humble and gentle at heart, and you will find rest
for your souls. For my yoke is easy to bear, and the burden | give you is light.” Matt 11:28-30

“Gentle” might sound weak or passive, but the translated term is a word (praus) which can mean
“strength intentionally kept under control.” It was a term used for a horse that was harnessed or
“yoked.” In presenting himself as “meek,” Jesus is not presenting himself as weak. He is revealing
that he is secure in his identity and does not need to impose strength to intimidate or dominate.

This is one of the significant ways that Jesus confronted the world system - the strongest presents
himself as the gentlest.

True greatness in God’s Kingdom is not found in the ability to control people or circumstances, but
in making the choice to serve and to surrender for the sake of others. His “yoke” is different from all
others, and he invites us to partner with him in his ways.
