____ AWARDS: Volunteers responsible for presenting awards to Special Olympics athletes. This area is special to everyone 
and an effort is made to give as many people as possible this opportunity. The award stands are open from 10:30AM until 
2:30PM. 

____ GREETER/ESCORT: Volunteers in this area work at the finish lines of the events to cheer and congratulate athletes with 
appropriate gestures such as handshakes, pats on the back, high fives or verbal support. Events take place from 10:30AM 
- 2:30PM.

____ LUNCH DISTRIBUTION: Volunteers in this area help with distribution of lunch to athletes, coaches, and volunteers. 
Volunteers need to be in position by 10:30AM and will stay until all lunches are served, likely around 12:30. 

____ EVENT ASSISTANCE: Volunteers in this area help with running events in any category. Volunteers will be directed to 
areas that need extra help as those needs arise, possibly rotating between several events throughout the day. Volunteers 
need to check in and be in position by 9:00AM.
