The student committee of the EMBS Society at the
University of New South Wales needs to be reorganised as
some university students have graduated. For this reason,
a special meeting (EGM) was held last Friday for the
student handover. Students who have graduated, or are
about to graduate, have to resign from their roles in the
committee as they embark on their future. New students will
be appointed and they will participate and run the
committee and will also receive training and face fresh
challenges in the next two or three years.

One of the characteristics of campus ministry is that
students do not stay for too long as there are always
movements in student membership. Seeing my students
leave after graduation evokes in me a range of emotions. If
the student is talented, | will feel sad that the student can
no longer contribute to the committee. If the student is still
searching for God in the road to faith, | will begin to worry
whether the student will continue to seek God after leaving
the community of Christian friends? Who can follow up on
these students? On the other hand, | will also think about
how to retrain new students. How can we help them grow
up quickly on the road of faith?

It seems difficult for the student ministry on campus to
maintain its stability as students are constantly joining and
leaving. Thanks be to God, in the past years God has
continued to bless the student ministry to help it develop
sustainably. One of the lessons | learned is to acknowledge
the limitations of human effort and to believe in and rely on
God’s provision and support. The more | participate in the
work of the student ministry, the more | feel that nothing is
within my control. However, God is faithful. When we pray
and rely on Him, God will find a way to provide us according
to his timing and plan.

A lot of anxiety in modern life comes from humans wanting
to retain control in a world ridden with uncertainties. For
example, what if the person | love doesn't believe in the
Lord? What should | do if | have not yet found a job? What
if my child is disobedient? What should | do if | do not have
enough money in the bank? Such problems continually
arise. For non-Christians, not being able to stay in control
can be very frustrating. Christians however are grateful
even though we are not able to control our lives, because
we accept this inability to control as a fact, and as an
opportunity for God to bless us so that we can learn to
surrender and trust Him who controls all things in this
universe.
