What is “Family Month” about?

For a couple of years now, we have designated a month in
the church’s program each year as “Family Month”. This
month, August, is the Family Month for 2025. The purpose
of it is to raise the awareness of our brothers & sisters to
the vital importance of building up our Christian families.
This is because:

1. The nuclear family is God’s design and blessing for the
human race i. It is to be a sanctuary of love (all four
different aspects of love mentioned in the Bible i ),
understanding and support. Sadly, we have seen
massive shifts away from this in all modern societies,
including Australia, once a “Christian country”.
Economic pressures, particularly the cost of living and
housing affordability have compelled both parents into
the workforce, and so reshaped family priorities and
roles therein. The busy, fast-pace, materialistic and
social media-dominated society exerts tremendous
influences on families, and have significantly degraded
their relationships and interactions.

2. Parents (including “spiritual parents”) have the God-
given responsibility to pass on the faith “from
generation to generation”. To achieve this, the family
environment must be one in which biblical attitudes
and life style are practiced and modelled.

3. Family life is the “ground zero” for all other aspects of
our lives. If our family life is not healthy and fulfilling,
that will greatly affect our work, ministry and social
lives. How can we serve and love God, our fellow
Christians and neighbours if we are constantly
embroiled in conflict within our families?

4. Christ's community, the Church is largely made up of
family units (nuclear and extended). If the family units
in our congregation is not health, the church cannot be
so or thrive.

5. Christian family values are the cornerstone of societal
norms and ethics. We are part of society, and are
charged with being “salt and light of the world”. Unless
our family lives are health, we cannot fulfil that charge
and will harm the credibility of our faith.

In this Family Month may | remind:

e the husbands and fathers to rebuild their spiritual
leadership within their families, no + matter how
broken it has been (like Nehemiah rebuilding the wall
of Jerusalem by God’s power).

o the wives and mothers to be the helpers and partners
to their husbands, as God initially created Eve to be,
and the modeler of tender love within their families,

e the children to honor their parents, loving them,
respecting them and being their friends as well.

Let us return to God’s holy design and glory Him with our
physical and spiritual families.

iFor some, God blessing is given as the gift of singleness to be able to serve the Lord with greater
effectiveness and focus.

i Storge — natural, familial love, such as the love between parents and children or siblings; Eros —
sexual love between husband and wife; Philia — love among friends, and our spouses and
children/parents should also be our friends; and Agape - the sacrificial love that seeks to fulfil others,
as modelled on Christ
