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Pastoral Letter
P,

What is the cure for loneliness? When | first travelled to
Europe, many people before Google would use something
called Lonely Planet books. The purpose of these
resources was to provide comprehensive information and
guidance around local customs, history, and cultural
insights to those travelling.

Why call such a book Lonely Planet? Travel and
experiencing the world are meant to be exciting and an
adventure into the unknown. However, travel and holidays
are not enough to solve the human condition of loneliness,
depression, anxiety, or even lack of contentment in life that
comes with the feeling of being lonely. Loneliness is a
terrible thing to experience on this earth. We experience
loneliness in many ways and for different reasons in the
changing seasons of life. God’s word directs and guides us
to understand why this is the case.

God’s Word in Genesis 3 recalls that mankind’s fall from
paradise means our reality no longer enjoys the freedom
and security in God and his world. If we lived in a pre-fall
world, then we would have no struggles, troubles, or
dilemmas of any kind.

Therefore, given this is our reality in this world, it means our
experience of loneliness is twofold: Separation from both
community and God himself. Because of the effects of
human sinfulness, it is our general experience to feel the
impact of loneliness on the soul. For example, lack of
friends (Ps 142:4), public shame (Jn 8:3), desertion (2 Tim
4:16), loss of identity (Lk 8:27), discontentment (Ecc 4:8),
depression (1 Kings 19:7) and even old age (Ps 71:9). On
the one hand the list of reasons is endless, and we will all
experience these at some point. But on the other hand, the
greatest separation we will ever experience is from God
and his presence due to our sinful rebellion (Isa 59:2).

God's intention for humanity is to live together in harmony
and appreciation of each other and him as our maker.
However, we live here and not in heaven, so what is the
cure? Or is the implication for us more about care rather
than cure? Scripture tells us Heaven’s glorious state with
Christ is the cure (1 Cor 15 cf Rev 22). But for now, it is the
care of the soul that should be the focus of every Christian.

Care of the soul requires several things to be done, which
are vital to living the Christian life. Scripture testifies that we
are to continually be devoting ourselves to seeking time
with God and abiding in his Word (Jn 15:1-17). Moreover,
this is something not only done in isolation but also in
community at our church gathering each week. Again,
something we should consider is what our duty is to one
another in actively engaging with others. Especially those
who are restricted, e.g., due to aged care, poverty, or loss
of a loved one. A great privilege we share is not only
belonging to God but also belonging to God’s family, and
with that come unspoken blessings. Here, we can care for
the souls of others, and in turn, it will help care for our own
loneliness. God grant us insight into where we can care for
our souls in this way.
