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Marriage Retreat

Two weeks ago, on Saturday and Sunday (November 29—
30), the Cantonese Marriage Ministry held a Couples’
Retreat, attended by more than twenty couples. We are
thankful to God for His gracious provision of beautiful
weather throughout that weekend. Although the afternoons
were somewhat warm, we were blessed to gather
comfortably in an air-conditioned auditorium, where we
were able to learn, reflect, and share without distraction.
Though the retreat spanned only one and a half days, the
program was rich and meaningful. We spent time
worshipping the Lord together in songs, engaging in
fellowship through games, meditating on God’'s Word,
listening to the messages by Rev Patrick and Jennie Fung,
sharing our prayer needs as individual couples, and
partaking of the Holy Communion as one body in Christ.
There was also time set aside for couples to be in small
groups studying the Scripture and sharing with one another.
Furthermore, each couple was given dedicated time alone
when they would enjoy each other's company doing arts
and crafts, having candlelight dinner, and reflecting on the
Lord’s leading.

For my wife and |, this was our first experience participating
in a marriage retreat, and it was both refreshing and
edifying. The highlight for me personally was the messages
by Rev Patrick and Jennie Fung. We thank God for the
timeliness and wisdom of their messages. Drawing from
the example of Aquila and Priscilla in the New Testament,
the portrayal of love in the Song of Songs, and their own
personal testimonies, they encouraged every couple
present to reflect deeply on the state of our marriages and
our spiritual lives.

Through the biblical accounts in the books of Romans and
Acts of the couple Aquila and Priscilla, Rev Fung exhorted
my wife and | to continue stepping out of our comfort zone
to take risks for the Lord—to open our home to serve young
people, bringing blessings to others (both believers and
non-believers). Dr Jennie Fung, through her exposition of
the Song of Songs, reminded me of the importance of
putting time and effort in cultivating my relationship with my
wife. As we prepare to travel to Hong Kong to visit family
and then to Japan for vacation, | look forward to reflecting
on and putting into practice the lessons learned during this
retreat, so that our relationship can deepen.

We were certainly not the only couple who felt encouraged
in the retreat. As couples openly shared their reflections,
their pledge to their spouse and their prayer needs—
especially in the rededication session at the end — it was
evident that many were deeply moved. Their willingness to
be vulnerable and honest was itself a testimony of God’s
work among us.

It is my prayer that the Lord will continue to nurture healthy
communication and meaningful connection among the
married couples in our church. May He grant us the grace
and courage to take risks for His kingdom, to open our
homes in service, and to bless others through lives that
reflect His love.
