Happy New Year! 2026 has finally arrived and we say
goodbye to 2025. The New Year tradition for many
cultures around the world is to anticipate new
beginnings. People look forward in the hope that the
best is yet to come, but does it always? The famous
singer Frank Sinatra captured this earthly in his song
“the Best is yet come” and the song speaks of the idea
that there is something better than our current
experiences.

The reality of our experience is every year there are
always highs and lows in this world. In one sense this
is true of some things we taste in life but the reality we
see is that all things are temporal. But there is
something about New Year which makes us think
eternal thoughts amongst our working under the sun.
The truth of the matter is we can taste the good things
of life but also the bittersweet symphony of hardships,
trials and even the loss of those things we love in our
life.

King Solomon expounds on this harsh toil of life we
face under the sun. However, Solomon led by the Holy
Spirit also profoundly wrote of this one truth.
