| hope you have been able to enjoy some rest and
refreshment with your family and friends over the past
month.

With the generous prayerful and financial support of
the CPC family, six of us travelled to Chiang Rai in
northern Thailand during the break for a short-term
mission. This region has long been a mission field.
Ongoing challenges such as drug addiction, poverty,
and the conflict in neighbouring Myanmar continue to
shape daily life and deepen the needs of the
community.

Many children grow up in households affected by drug
use, and some are at risk of following the same path.
Children from Myanmar are also sent to orphanages in
Chiang Rai for safety and access to education. At the
same time, it may come as a surprise that this part of
Thailand is relatively safe for travellers, with increasing
tourist developments such as cafés and glamping
sites. The needs are great, yet it is safe to go — which
leads us to reflect on the value of short-term mission.

Firstly, we learnt to seek God earnestly in prayer.
Stepping out of our familiar routines and surroundings
meant that many things — even simple meals — were
uncertain and unexpected. This led us to depend more
intentionally on God and to pray for our daily needs
with renewed humility and trust.

Secondly, our young members became a living witness
to God’s love and faithfulness. The focus of the local
churches is largely on children and youth, often
through teaching Mandarin to help equip them for
future employment. Our young people were able to
connect naturally with the children and youth, and
through their presence they modelled that it is both
possible and joyful to follow Jesus while young.

There is much more that the team could share. We are
planning a Cantonese sharing session in late
February, and we would also be happy to visit other
fellowships or congregations to share more.

As we give thanks for what God has done through this
mission, may we also ask how God might be calling
each of us — whether to pray, give, go, or support —
in His ongoing work among the nations.

May God guide us to respond to His call.
