Were you able to
rest well and find refreshment for both body and soul?
As February arrives, Bible study groups and various
ministries are gradually resuming, and another busy
year is about to begin. Are you missing the relaxed
pace of the holidays, or are you looking forward to
returning to fellowship groups and ministry?

| don’t know whether you are returning to ministry with
enthusiasm and expectation, or simply treating it as a
routine and rather ordinary task. When we do
something for a long time, it can gradually become just
a responsibility or even a burden. How do we
rediscover our original passion? Especially when we
feel tired and weary, how should we respond? Of
course, proper rest is essential—it is a way for us to
regain strength. That is why January is a rest period for
the church, when ministries pause for a time. When we
return to ministry, in addition to the energy that comes
from sufficient rest, there is another way for us to be
rekindled—perhaps by once again seeing the need for
the gospel.

During the few weeks of my home-country visit for
holidays, | had opportunities to gather and chat with
relatives and friends.

Although in those moments | felt
clumsy and inarticulate, stumbling over my words, the
Holy Spirit reminded me again that even such small
and awkward sharing is by God’s grace. This stirred in
me a greater desire to share the gospel more. | thank
God that back on this land of Australia, | have freedom
and more opportunities to serve the Lord—whether in
the church or through campus outreach. Through Bible
studies, conversations, and building relationships, we
can pass on the gospel, not relying on ourselves, but
on the mighty power of Jesus.

Seeing the needs around us becomes a renewed
source of strength that inspires us to serve the Lord
and serve others. At the same time, viewing service as
an opportunity to experience God can move us to
participate with joy. For even the smallest act of service
can, like the five loaves and two fish, become a great
blessing in God’s hands.

May we all enter the new year of worship and ministry
at CPC with renewed passion and abundant strength.
