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Family Month

This past March was “Family Month” at church. Several pastors shared from the pulpit on biblical teachings
about family, as well as our own struggles and how we put these teachings into practice.

At the end of March and the beginning
of April, my older brother, sister-in-law, and niece came from Hong Kong to visit us in Sydney and travelled to
Cairns. They spent six days in Sydney, and my wife and | arranged two Saturdays and the Monday after Easter
to take them around.

On the first Saturday, we had yum cha in Chinatown in the city, then went to Darling Harbour to see the
waterfront, and visited the newly renovated Sydney Fish Market. After enjoying some ice cream and coffee, we
had dinner at a Japanese restaurant in the CBD, ending a very pleasant day.

On the second Saturday, we went on a road trip to several spots in the Blue Mountains: Leura, Katoomba, and
the Three Sisters. Thank God, it was rainy and foggy in the mountains that day. Although we could not see the
Three Sisters at all, it felt like we were in a fairyland. In Katoomba, we saw many shops having sales, and as
we browsed around, each of us bought some new clothes and had a great time. In the evening, we went to
Hurstville to enjoy Chinese cuisine.

On the Monday after Easter, we continued our road trip and went down to Wollongong to see the beautiful
coastline and enjoy some good food. The highlight of the day was skydiving. Of course, it was not my brother,
sister-in-law, my wife, or me who went skydiving, but my brave niece (with an instructor jumping together with
her). As spectators, we were very excited to film her. It was sunny in the morning but started to rain at noon, so
we prayed about the weather. Thank the Lord, the rain suddenly stopped at 3 p.m., and an hour later, my niece
was finally able to skydive, fulfilling one of the items on her bucket list.

During these three days, another highlight was the time we spent together in the car during our road trips—we
listened to and sang Cantonese, Mandarin, and English hymns together in worship to God.

In addition to worship in the car, how could we miss worship at church? Back in Hong Kong, my brother’s family
and my wife and | attend different churches. But during their visit to Sydney, | was able to worship together with
them at CPC for two consecutive Sundays, which | am truly thankful for.

On Tuesday, they flew back to Hong Kong, and | felt very reluctant to see them go. On that day, God brought
two passages of Scripture to my mind.

In the Psalms, the psalmist says:
“Behold, how good and pleasant it is when brothers dwell in unity!” (Psalm 133:1, ESV)

It has been a long time since | last lived with my brother. | thank God for giving me the opportunity to dwell in
unity with his family.

Another passage is the words of the Lord Jesus:

“If anyone comes to me and does not love me more than father and mother, wife and children, brothers and

sisters—yes, even their own life—such a person cannot be my disciple. And whoever does not carry their cross
and follow me cannot be my disciple.” (Luke 14:26-27)

This passage reminds me that, although it is hard to part from them, as a disciple of the Lord serving God in
Sydney, putting God first and loving Him above all is what matters most.

Brothers and sisters, my wife and | have had a memorable time with our family. We will soon be travelling to
Melbourne to visit my father-in-law and sister-in-law. We pray that all brothers and sisters in the church will enjoy
a blessed family life and the joy of being with their loved ones.
