Follow this route through
Darlington, then follow the A167 towards Northallerton. Croft Circuit is signposted approximately 2 miles
south of Croft on Tees.

- IF TRAVELLING NORTH BY ROAD - Take J57 off the A1 (M) to Darlington. At the second roundabout
take the 5th exit - signed Northallerton A167. Then continue on this route as above.

- Once inside the circuit, you will be directed by circuit stewards to park your vehicle in one of the designated
public parking areas.

- Once parked, please make your way towards the Main Entrance Ticket Gate (marked on the map).

- On your arrival at the MAIN ENTRANCE TICKET GATE, make yourself known to an MB Motorsport
staff member, who will greet you and provide your passes for entry into the race paddock.

Introducing Árón Taylor-Smith

Árón Taylor-Smith, began his career in karting before moving into the Renault UK Clio Cup in 
2007. Over three seasons he secured race wins, podiums, and a best championship result of 
fourth, later adding victories and another fourth-place finish during a successful year in Clio 
Cup Italia. His progress culminated in a BTCC debut point at Knockhill in 2011.

He joined the BTCC full-time in 2012 with Motorbase Performance, immediately becoming a competitive 
force with a maiden win at Brands Hatch and back-to-back top-ten championship finishes. Success 
continued with Team BMR in 2014 and 2015, where he earned multiple wins and podiums, before adding 
another memorable victory for Team BKR in 2016.

Returning to the BTCC in 2021 with Team HARD’s new Cupra Leon, he continued to score consistently 
before moving to Power Maxed Racing in 2023. His strongest BTCC season followed in 2024, where he 
and teammate Mikey Doble secured both Independent titles, with Taylor-Smith earning his first BTCC 
championship trophy as Independent Drivers’ Champion.

Introducing Gordon Shedden

Gordon Shedden is one of the BTCC’s most accomplished drivers, holding 52 career victories 
and three championship titles. He made an immediate impact in his 2006 debut season with 
Team Halfords, winning four races in the Honda Integra Type R and finishing fourth overall, 
before becoming a consistent front-runner after switching to the Honda Civic in 2007.

Across the following decade, Shedden established himself as a dominant force in the championship. He 
regularly finished inside the top three, secured his first title in 2012, and went on to claim back-to-back 
championships in 2015 and 2016 — completing a remarkable seven-year run of top-three points finishes. 
His ability to deliver wins under pressure and extract pace across multiple Honda platforms made him one 
of the era’s defining drivers.

Shedden continued adding victories well into the 2020s, with his most recent win coming at Croft in 2022. 
His sustained competitiveness, adaptability and winning pedigree place him firmly among the BTCC’s 
greatest modern champions.

Introducing Mark Blundell

A legend of British Motorsport, Mark Blundell drove at the pinnacle of motorsport throughout 
his career, racing in F1, IndyCar, World Rally Championship, British Touring Car Championship 
and the Le Mans 24 Hours.

After progressing his way through the junior ranks, Mark enjoyed a distinguished career at the very top of 
the sport. 61 starts in Formula One brought multiple podium finishes whilst racing for the likes of McLaren, 
Brabham, Ligier and Tyrrell across a golden era for the sport. 

Alongside his Formula One duties, Mark enjoyed immense sportscar success, most notably taking a 
memorable pole position at the 24 Hours of Le Mans in 1990 before taking the outright victory in 1992. 
Mark also became one of the very first British drivers to enjoy a great deal of success in the United States, 
taking on the very best that IndyCar had to offer enjoying multiple wins along the way.

Stepping away from elite racing, Mark was a part of ITV’s BAFTA-award winning Formula One coverage 
from 2003 to 2008 and has established himself as one of Europe’s most recognised motorsport managers 
through his role as CEO of market-leading sports management group, MBP.
