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Before Prop Talk 
1. Secretly give Picture of Jesus to another leader. 

Prop Talk  
1. Show flashlight to everyone. 

Say: I want to shine a light on what Jesus is like. I’m 
going to use this flashlight to see if I can find a good 
example to copy. Friends, will you help me? 

2. Shine flashlight on your shoes. 

Say: Oh! My shoes! Can I copy them to show what 
Jesus is like?  

3. Kids respond, “No!” 

4. Shine the flashlight on other objects in your room, 
such as a table, chair, the wall, etc. 

5. When you shine the flashlight on each object, 
name the object, ask kids if you can copy the 
object to show what Jesus is like, and give time 
for them to answer. 

6. Finally, the other leader in your room holds up 
the picture of Jesus.  

7. Shine the flashlight on the picture of Jesus. 

Say: Oh! It’s Jesus! Can I copy Jesus to show 
everyone what He’s like? 

8. Kids respond, “Yes!” 

Say: Every choice Jesus makes honors God! When 
we copy Jesus’ example, we shine a light for other 
people. They can learn how to follow Jesus, too! 

9. Say “Say With Me” listed on the front.

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1. Hold up footprints for kids to see.
