VETERANS GOLF

Last Friday we played our Monthly Medal (MM) round, and thankfully the weather gods were with us, the
temperature only reaching around 28 degrees, against the 33 degrees forecast, but the humidity made
conditions challenging for those not using carts. The later starters appeared to have had the better of
conditions, because run on the fairways improved as the morning progressed. The rough on the front 9 was
shorter than usual, but on the back 9 was difficult to exit. Some fairways on the back 9 had patches of
residual water from the previous weekend’s rain.

Of our 34 starting members, only 9 — 3 in each grade - bettered their handicap (i.e. scoring less than net
68). Two had very good scores of net 62 - Geoff Greenwell (A-Grade) and Kevin Doherty (C-Grade), with
Geoff winning the MM on countback. It was Geoff's 3rd MM win, and his second April MM win in a row.
Well played, Geoff!! James McRobert became the second member this year to record par (or better) on
every hole, by parring the 13th. James’ round included a LD and a birdie, for a net 69. Keith Henry had a
good net 65 to win B-Grade, also winning the B-Grade putting and having a monster Longest Drive (LD) on
6th. Jim Campbell came back to form in A-Grade, running second, and having a LD on the 13th. There
were 12 birdies today, including 8 on the 17th which was playing under 140 metres. Roy Mercer had a
good day out, with a LD and 2 Nearest The Pins, as well as recording a one-over net Par 69. None of our
members had below 30 putts in our putting competition, although Rick Garey, losing B-Grade with 30 putts
on c¢/b, had only 12 putts — 6 one-putt greens and 3 two-putt greens — on the front 9 holes. Don Morris has
now had his maximum 8 longest drives. Roy Mercer has now had 7 NTPs.

the 7th, and Runyan had bogeys on both 5th and 11th holes. | believe that the reports of bogey free 3rd
and 4th rounds in the 1942 Masters have been erroneously based upon Hogan’s and Runyan’s 18 holes
scores, rather than an analysis of their hole-by-hole scores in their rounds.

A reminder that it’s just less than a month until the US PGA Championship, the second Major of the year,
commences at the Aronimink Golf Club in Pennsylvania, so watch out for a bunch of related trivia questions
over the coming weeks.

And the answers to last week’s Masters-related trivia questions are:

Q1. Only 6 players had sub-par rounds in the first round of the first Masters; 2 players shot two-under 70s,
and 4 shot one-under 71s. The winner, Horton Smith had two rounds of 70, and two of 72 (par).

Q2. Horton Smith won the 1st and 3rd Masters. In his other 11 appearances in the Masters, he only had
one top 10 finish (5th in 1942).

Q3. The famous golfer who tied for 13th place, with Bobby Jones and Denny Shute in Jones’ only Masters
appearance, was Walter Hagen. (Denny Shute — full name

Herman Densmore Shute — had won the previous year’s Open at St Andrews in a playoff with Craig Wood,
and was to win successive PGA Championships in 1936 and 1936, the last to do so until Tiger Woods’ wins
in 1999 and 2000.)

Q4. When Hagen and Shute played in the Masters again, two years later, they

tied again, this time for 11th place, 2 strokes more than their scores in the 1934 masters.

Q5. It's false that there are more Par 5s than Par 3s at Augusta.There are 4 of each.

Q6. The hole at Augusta which is played entirely over water is the par 3 16th.
