A Rite for the Beginning of Advent 
Advent invites us to prepare our hearts to 
celebrate the moment when God became 
one of us in the birth of Jesus. The word 
Advent comes from the Latin adventus, 
meaning “coming,” reminding us that this 
season is about welcoming Christ. As part 
of our spiritual preparation, we reflect on 
the four Advent themes: Hope, Peace, Joy, 

and Love. The traditional Advent wreath has four 
candles—three purple and one rose—set in a circle of 
evergreens. Each week, beginning November 30 we light 
one additional candle. A fifth white candle, the Christ 
candle, may be placed in the center and lit on Christmas 
Eve. As our days grow shorter, the growing light of the 
wreath reminds us of God’s promise: Christ, our Light 
and our Hope, is coming. “The people who walked in 
darkness have seen a great light.” (Isaiah 9:2)
