St. Scholastica, February 10 
St. Scholastica in Nursia, Italy, was the 
twin sister of St. Benedict of Nursia. 
Dedicated to God from childhood, she 
entered religious life and later founded a 

convent near Monte Cassino, where St. Benedict 
established his monastery. Because of their monastic 
commitments, the siblings met only once a year to share 
spiritual conversations. At their final meeting, 
Scholastica, sensing her approaching death, prayed that 
Benedict would stay longer. God answered her prayer 
with a sudden storm that prevented his departure. She 
died a few days later, and Benedict saw her soul rise to 
heaven like a dove. St. Scholastica is the patron of nuns 
and protection against storms.  
 

Shrove Tuesday Pancake Supper  
Shrove Tuesday is celebrated the day before 
Ash Wednesday, marking the beginning of 
Lent. It is a traditional day of feasting 
before the 40-day Lenten season of prayer 
and fasting in preparation for Easter. This 

year, Shrove Tuesday falls on February 17. Our pancake 
super will take place from 5:00 pm to 7:00 pm. Please 
note that tickets must be purchased in advance, as no 
tickets will be sold at the door.  
Ticket prices: $10.00; children 6 and under are free. 
Tickets will be available after all weekend Masses and at 
the parish office.  
  

Ash Wednesday, February 18 
Ash Wednesday marks the 
beginning of Lent, a sacred season 
of prayer, fasting, and repentance. 
Rooted in ancient Jewish 
penitential practices, the use of 

ashes reminds us of our human frailty and need for 
conversion. As ashes are placed on the forehead, the 
priest says, “Remember that you are dust, and to dust you 
shall return,” or “Repent and believe in the Gospel.” The 
ashes, made from blessed palms from the previous year’s 
Palm Sunday, symbolize sorrow for sin and our desire to 
turn back to God. All are invited to receive ashes as a 
visible sign of repentance and faith.
