Solemnity  of  St. Joseph – March 19 
Joseph of Nazareth is a “just man” because 
he totally “lives by faith.” He is holy because 
his faith is truly heroic. Sacred Scripture 
says little of St. Joseph, and does not record 
even one word spoken by him. And yet, even 
without words, he shows the depth of his 

faith, his greatness. Joseph is a man of great faith not 
because he speaks his own words, but above all because 
he listens to the word of the Living God, listens in silence. 
We see how the word of the Living God penetrates deeply 
into Joseph’s soul. Do we know how to listen to the Word 
of God?                                           
 
The feast day Mass will be at 9 am on Thursday, March 19.  
 
                What are the Scrutinies? 

The Scrutinies are a pivotal series of three rituals 
celebrated in the Church during the third, fourth, and 
fifth Sundays of Lent, specifically for those in the RCIA 
(Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults) process who are 
preparing for baptism at the Easter Vigil—known as the 
"Elect". These rites are not about passing a test, but are 
prayers for healing, purification, and spiritual 
strengthening, focusing on cleansing the heart to receive 
the grace of the sacraments.  

Rooted in the early Church, the Scrutinies take place 
within the Sunday Mass and are closely connected to the 
Gospel proclaimed each week. These Gospel readings 
highlight repentance and conversion, as the Light of 
Christ pierces the darkness of sin and brings life where 
there has been death. Each Scrutiny is a step in 
preparing the Elect for the celebration and initiation soon 
to come. The Scrutinies are God’s way of taking a close, 
loving look at the Elect. God does not scrutinize the 
Catechumens in order to find what’s wrong with them but 
to celebrate all that’s beautiful, good, and true in them.  

May these Scrutinies lead both our Elect and our entire 
community into the living waters of Baptism, into the 
light of holiness, and into new life in Christ through His 
Resurrection.
