 St. Peter & St. Paul, June 29 
Saints Peter and Paul are honoured as the 
two great pillars of the Church founded by 
Christ. Saint Peter, chosen by Jesus as the 
leader of the Apostles, was entrusted with 
the keys of the Kingdom of Heaven (Mt 16:13–

19) and commissioned to shepherd Christ’s 
flock (Jn 21:15–17). In Peter and his successors, the Popes, 
the Church finds a visible sign of unity in faith and 
charity. Peter boldly professed Jesus as the Son of God 
and was martyred in Rome around AD 64. 
Saint Paul, called directly by Christ on the road to 
Damascus (Acts 9:1–16), became the Church’s greatest 
missionary, tirelessly proclaiming the Gospel to the 
nations. He was martyred in Rome and buried near the 
site where the Basilica of Saint Paul now stands. 
Together, Saints Peter and Paul bear witness to the faith, 
courage, and mission that continue to guide the Church 
today.

St. Thomas the Apostle, July 3 
St. Thomas the Apostle (1st century) 
was one of the Twelve Apostles who 
followed Jesus during His earthly 
ministry. Known for his courage and 
honesty, he is remembered for doubting 

the Resurrection of Jesus until he saw the risen Lord and 
proclaimed, “My Lord and my God!” (John 20:28). 
After Pentecost, Thomas preached the Gospel in Persia 
and India, where tradition holds that he converted many 
to Christ, worked miracles, and established Christian 
communities. Because of his missionary work and 
martyrdom in India, he is known as the “Apostle of India.” 
He is the patron saint of builders and of India and 
Pakistan.
