• thick cardboard
• scissors and glue
• a split pin
• thread
• 2 paper cups

You'll need:

1. Snip out two long 
pieces of cardboard. 
Stick a split pin through 
the centre of one, and 
then through the top of the 
second piece, to make a cross.
