Redshirts

Information for Parents

Attached is a copy of the information sheet that has
been given to your year 10 or 11 child who is
considering applying to become a Redshirt on the
Lourdes Pilgrimage.

The purpose of that document is to set out what a
Redshirt is, what they will be involved with on the
pilgrimage and what will be expected of them.

There are some points about which you may like to have
additional information.

What are the dates of the Pilgrimage?

The Purpleshirts will set off by coach from Crawley,
around midday on Thursday 23 July 2026 arriving in
Lourdes early on Friday 24 July.

Their return journey will start from Lourdes around
midday on Thursday 30 July arriving back in Crawley on
Friday 31 July, early to mid-morning.

What is the cost of a place on the
pilgrimage?

The full cost of the Redshirt pilgrimage is £800. We offer
a subsidised price for Redshirts of £700 if the full cost
will be a challenge. This includes all aspects of the
pilgrimage experience, including travel, accommodation
with full board, insurance, plus pre-pilgrimage
preparation days and post-pilgrimage events in the UK.
Many schools and parishes are happy to support young
people financially and will also allow them the
opportunity to fundraise. It is well worth knowing what
the school is doing and what your parish priest may also
allow.
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The Catenians also offer funding to catholics aged
between 16 and 25, which is worth applying for if your
child is in year 11 and will be 16 by the time of the

pilgrimage.

To spread the total cost the pilgrimage office welcomes
standing orders or monthly payments and never wants
to refuse a child through financial constraint. If you
