Listed below are the criteria and guidelines for students applying for a $1000.00 scholarship given by the Inverness Cultural Heritage Council. 
Three $1,000.00 scholarships are available.

The ICHC Scholarship is for students with the drive to succeed and who are planning to major in history or humanities related fields. Humanities graduates can transition into many diverse and rewarding careers like anthropologist, economist, geographer, historian, art curator, political scientist, survey researcher, technical writer, or lawyer. 
Humanities majors include, but are not limited to: 

· Study of languages 
· Literature 
· Philosophy 
· History 
· Human geography 
· Law and political science 
· Social sciences 
· Religion 
· The performing and visual arts 

When in doubt, students are encouraged to apply. This is a one-time nonrenewable scholarship and can only be used for books, tuition fees, or other incidentals. This is a one-time, non-renewable scholarship and can only be used for books, tuition, fees, or other incidentals.
Criteria:
1. The applicant must be a resident of Citrus County, and a graduating student of any state recognized educational operation, i.e. public high school, private, parochial, or certified home school situation.

2. Application package must include proof of acceptance for enrollment at an accredited university, college, or technical school.

3. Applicant must have a GPA of 2.5 or better to be eligible for consideration. The application must include a copy of the applicant’s transcript. Unofficial transcripts are accepted. 

4. An essay of at least 400 words on the following: Think about a personal challenge that you have faced. Write an essay of no less than 400 words explaining how you have worked to overcome these challenges. Explain how these experiences will influence your future educational or career goals.

5. Two letters of recommendation outside of the applicant’s direct family addressing the student’s personal character. 

6. Information on any honors, extra-curricular activities, hobbies, and community service.

Completed Scholarship packages must include:

· The attached application form
· A copy of your transcript
· An essay at least 400 words
· Two letters of reference (outside of applicant’s immediate family)

Package must be received by the Education Committee by March 16, 2026.

This is a one-time, non-recurring scholarship.
