The winner will be announced in May at Crystal River High School’s award ceremony. The monetary award will be forwarded to the selected post-secondary institution upon documentation (student ID and proof of registered classes) obtained by the student or from the school that the recipient enrolls in.

JAMES KENNEDY AND CLARINE KENNEDY
James E. Kennedy Sr. and Clarine Kennedy, married for nearly 58 years, dedicated a combined five decades to careers in health care and health care administration. Their work exemplified a steadfast commitment to the Christian mission of hospital care and a passion for serving others.
Clarine Kennedy: A Trailblazer in Health Care
Clarine Kennedy's strong desire to serve the Seventh-day Adventist Church inspired her to pursue nursing as a means of fulfilling her mission. She began her studies at Madison SDA College in Madison, Tennessee, but family circumstances brought her back to New England. Undeterred, she earned her Licensed Practical Nurse (LPN) certification through the Rhode Island School of Practical Nursing at Kent County Hospital in Warwick, Rhode Island.
Clarine’s dedication to health care and her Christian mission led to numerous advancements in her career. In 1984, she became the first Director of Patient Relations at New England Memorial Hospital, a groundbreaking role in the organization. She continued to break barriers as the hospital's first woman to serve as Director of Risk Management and later as Director of Quality Assurance, where her leadership and vision left a legacy. 
James E. Kennedy Sr.: A Devoted Leader and Innovator
James E. Kennedy Sr. began his career in the Housekeeping Department at Kent County Hospital in Warwick, Rhode Island, where his hard work and leadership earned him a promotion to Supervisor. During this time, James also proudly served in the Army National Guard during the Korean War, where he was assigned to the 147th AAA Detachment Operations. His service exemplified his dedication to duty and his country. Shortly before the birth of his first child, James honorably completed his service in the National Guard.
James’s dedication to the Christian mission of hospital care mirrored that of his wife. His responsibilities grew, and in 1977, he was promoted to Director of Environmental Services at New England Memorial Hospital. During this time, James pursued higher education at the University of Massachusetts, completing all coursework for an associate degree in Business Management. Despite his achievements, James was unable to formally receive the degree due to the challenges he faced with severe dyslexia, which had prevented him from completing high school. 
Legacy of Service and Dedication
The James & Clarine Kennedy Memorial Health Care Scholarship, provided through the James & Clarine Kennedy Memorial Endowment in association with the Citrus County Education Foundation, serves as a testament to their lifelong commitment to health care and their unwavering dedication to faith and service.
