3. Installing the Flushing Battery

1. Remove the male end (red) of the battery
connection for seat cover from the rear of
ceramic toilet.

2. Connect the battery connection wire at
the seat cover end to the female end of the
power-off flushing battery box connection
wire and tighten them.

3. Place the battery box in a suitable
position behind the ceramic. Please ensure
it is not placed too deep inside, as it may be
difficult to remove for battery replacement
in the future.

The button lights up in white, and the
self-inspection starts.

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Auto open/close lid

The intelligent toilet can realize the function of auto lid open/close. On closed
situation, so please turn on the auto lid open/close function by using remote
control.

1. Approaching the toilet — m—

When user enters the sensing range, the seat lid
opens automatically.

2. Leaving the toilet  m—

When a person leaves the toilet, the lid automatically
closes after the microwave detects a period of
inactivity.

3. Standing up to urinate  —

1. Open the seat using the remote control or manually.

2. After using the toilet, the microwave detects a period
of human inactivity, the toilet lid and seat will
automatically close.

If the model you purchased is with foot sensor,
1. When the lid and seat are both closed, touch the sensing area with foot to open the lid.

3. When the seat and lid are open, touch the sensing area with foot to close the seat and
lid and activate a flush.
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Maintenance

Main unit care and maintenance

1. Shut off power supply before doing
maintenance.

2. Use only a soft, damp cloth to clean.
Avoid using harsh chemicals.

3. Once cleaning is completed and all
surfaces are dry, re-connect the power

plug.

Spray nozzle maintenance and care

1. When no one is seated, turn the knob
clockwise. The nozzle will automatically
extend for cleaning access.

2. When the nozzle moves forward, the
nozzle can be removed and cleaned
separately.
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3. Use only a soft cloth or soft brush to
clean. Do not pull or push the wand, to

avoid damage.

4. Put the nozzle back and short press the
knob to return the spray wand to its
normal position.

Filter maintenance

If poor spray performance occurs under
normal conditions:

1. Turn off power and the angle valve

2. Unscrew angle valve nut

4. Clean out the filter net under running
water using a toothbrush

5. Reinstall filter and angle valve nut.

6. Turn on the angle valve and connect
power.
