Ephesians 2:11-16- Jesus broke down the wall of
hostility and made peace through the cross.

4. A Dwelling for God

Ephesians 2:17-22 - Together we are being built into a
dwelling place for God's Spirit.

5. The Mystery Revealed

Ephesians 3:1-7 - The mystery of Christ is that Gentiles
are fellow heirs and members of one body.

6. Strengthened in the Inner Being

Ephesians 3:14-21-Paul prays for believers to be
rooted in love and filled with God's fullness.

e Then rewrite the passage in your own words.



Bible discovery study:

1.Pray for help.
2.0ne person reads the passage.
3.Then take it in turns to read out your own versions of the

passage.

4.Then discuss.
5.For each person consider the application. Ask:

What grabbed your attention in the passage?

Was there anything you particularly liked in the
passage?

Was there anything that bothered you in the passage?
What does this passage say about God?

What does this passage say about us?

If this is God speaking, what are you going to do about
it?

Who can you share with this week what God is doing in
your life?
