Founded in 2016, the Alexander JFS Music & Spirit Program enriches the 
lives of seniors across our community through the power of music and 

meaningful connection. Led by program founder Cantor Vadim Tunitsky, 
the Music & Spirit Program brings concerts, Shabbat services, and 

personal visits to assisted living facilities, nursing homes, those who
are home-based for health reasons, and those recovering from illness.

The Music & Spirt program annually reaches an audience of over 2,500 
seniors. In 2025, Cantor Tunitsky performed 80 concerts, led 60 Shabbat 
Services, and provided individual music and spiritual counseling to 250 

seniors. Through these e�orts, seniors who might otherwise feel isolated, 
remained connected, uplifted, and spiritually supported.
