TUITION

Standard lessons may be booked at a rate of $90 per studio lesson — no contracts,
no commitments.

SCHEDULING A LESSON

All lessons begin with scheduling a free consultation on the scheduling page. After the initial
consultation, you may use the same scheduling link to peruse available lesson dates and
times. Generally, most students will keep the same day and time each week. In the event a
student needs to change their lesson date and/or time, the student should send an email with
their new preferred date/time (subject to availability). All available dates and times can be
viewed through the scheduling link.

CANCELLATION POLICY

There is a 24-hour Cancellation Policy. In the event that a voice lesson or coaching is can-
celled within 24 hours of the scheduled time, the student is still responsible for 50% of the
agreed upon rate for the lesson or coaching. If a lesson or coaching is cancelled outside of
the 24-hour window, the lesson can be rescheduled at no cost, and at the instructor’s conve-
nience.

All students will receive one excused absence per quarter (Jan-Mar, e.g.) to cover unanticipat-
ed cancellation at no cost. These do not roll over, but rather reset at the beginning of each
quarter.

Lessons and coachings cancelled by the instructor will be rescheduled at no additional cost.
