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Inter Municipal Agreement
Between Erie County and Village of East Aurora
Project Number: 5764.22
Project Name: Maple Street (CR 241), Main Street (Route 20A) to Village Line
Location: Village of East Aurora, Erie County, New York

This Agreement, dated this day of , 2026 by and between the County of
Erie, a New York State municipal corporation with its principal office for the transaction of business at 95
Franklin Street, Buffalo, New York 14202 (hereinafter referred to as “County”) and the Village of East
Aurora, having its principal office for the transaction of business at 585 Oakwood Avenue

East Aurora, New York 14052 (hereinafter referred to as “Village”). The County and Village may be
individually referred to hereafter as a “Party”, or collectively as the “Parties”.

WHEREAS, the County is undertaking a project to reconstruct Maple Street from Main Street (Route
20A) to the Village Line, including sidewalk and signage improvements (collectively, hereinafter referred
to as the “Project”); and

WHEREAS, the County desires to improve the walkability of the sidewalks along Maple Street, a County
owned road, through reconstructing existing sidewalks to meet current ADA and PROWAG Standards and
installing new sidewalks to close the gaps in the sidewalk network within the Project area; and

WHEREAS, the County desires to improve the street signage along Maple Street, by replacing existing
signage to meet current Manual on Traffic Control Devices for Streets and Highways (MUTCD) standards;
and

WHEREAS, the County will provide and appropriate the necessary funding for the sidewalk and sign
construction within the Project area described herein; and

WHEREAS, the Project presents a unique and time limited opportunity to improve the sidewalk network
and street signage; and

WHEREAS, the County and Village desire to enter into a cooperative agreement to coordinate and
facilitate the sidewalk and signage improvements for the benefit of Village and County residents; and

WHEREAS, the County agrees to be responsible for the construction cost associated with sidewalk and
signage improvements; and

WHEREAS, the Village agrees to own and maintain the sidewalk, street signage and all appurtenances
constructed and/or improved under this Project upon completion of construction; and

WHEREAS, the County is managing the construction of the Project.
NOW, THEREFORE in consideration of the foregoing and of the mutual covenants and promises

contained herein, the receipt and sufficiency of which the Parties mutually acknowledge, the Parties
agree as follows:



Article 1 Sidewalk and Sign Improvement Description:
The sidewalk and sign improvements within the Project shall include the following:

o Sidewalk installation along Maple Street: The sidewalk installation includes replacement of
existing sidewalk and ADA curb ramps, as well as the installation of sidewalk in new locations,
per the attached plans. All work shall be completed in accordance with County specifications
(New York State Department of Transportation Specifications).

e Sign installation along Maple Street: The sign installation includes replacement of existing
signage, as well as the installation of select new sign installations, per the attached plans. All
work shall be completed in accordance with County specifications (New York State Department
of Transportation Specifications) and MUTCD Standards.

Article 2 Schedule:

The Project is tentatively scheduled to be advertised for bids by the County in the Spring of 2026, with
construction to be completed by the County’s contractor in 2026. The County will manage the
administrative portions of the Project to conform to this schedule.

Article 3 Scope of Work:

The County shall be responsible for advertising and bidding the Project in compliance with all local and
state laws, rules and regulations, including General Municipal Law §103. Once the bid has been
awarded, the County shall be responsible for all construction inspection and construction administration
of the Project.

Article 4 Project Cost:

The County shall be solely responsible for the construction cost, including approved overruns. Any
additional costs related to the sidewalk and signage improvements, if authorized by the County, will be
the sole responsibility of the County including but not limited to overruns, change orders and/or
unforeseen expenses.

Article 5 Ownership and Maintenance upon Completion:

The Village shall be responsible for the ownership and maintenance, including any and all associated

costs, of the following items upon completion of the Project:
The pedestrian facilities, including sidewalks, ADA ramps, crosswalk striping and the street signs,
including panels, posts, foundations, and any associated appurtenances. The County shall not own
the sidewalks or signage or any of the associated improvements, other than the Maple Road itself.

Article 6 Indemnification:

Upon substantial completion of the construction of the Project, the title and ownership of the sidewalk
and sign improvements shall transfer to the Village and the Village shall own and be responsible for the
operation and maintenance of the sidewalk, sighage and any appurtenances located within the Project
area. As such, the Village, to the fullest extent permitted by law, shall defend, indemnify and hold
harmless the County, its officers, employees and agents from and against any and all liability, damage,
claims, demands, costs, judgments, fees, attorney’s fees or loss arising directly or indirectly out of the
ownership, maintenance and/or operation of the sidewalk or signage improvements, and to provide
defense for and defend, at its sole expense, any and all claims, demands or causes of action directly or
indirectly arising out of this Agreement and to bear all other costs and expenses related thereto.




Article 7 Notice:

All notices of any nature referred to in this Agreement shall be in writing and either sent by registered or
certified mail postage pre-paid, or delivered by hand or overnight courier, as set forth below or to such
other addresses as the respective parties hereto may designate in writing. Notice shall be effective on
the date of receipt. Notices shall be sent to the following:

Article 8 Severability:

If any provision of the Agreement proves to be illegal, invalid or unenforceable, the remainder of the
Agreement will not be affected by such finding, and each provision of this Agreement shall be valid and
enforceable to the fullest extent permitted by law.

Article 9 Governing Law:
This Agreement shall be governed by and constructed in accordance with the laws of the State of New
York.

Article 10 Entire Agreement:

This Agreement and Exhibits attached hereto constitute the sole and complete agreement and
understanding of the Parties with respect to the rights granted herein and supersede all prior written or
oral agreement and understandings with respect to the rights granted herein.

Article 11 Amendment:
This Agreement shall not be changed, amended or altered in any way, except in writing and executed by
all Parties.

Article 12 Assignment:
No Party shall assign this Agreement without prior written consent of all other Parties.




Article 13 Counterparts:
This Agreement may be executed in two or more counterparts, each of which shall be deemed an
original, and all of which shall together constitute but one and the same instrument.

Article 14 Whereas Clauses:
The Whereas Clauses set forth above are hereby incorporated and made a part of this Agreement.

Article 15 Independent Contractor:

It is mutually understood and agreed by the Parties that an independent contractor relationship be
hereby established under the terms of this Agreement and that the Village and any employees of the
Village are not, nor shall they be deemed to be, employees of the County. Similarly, the County and any
employees of the County are not, nor shall they be deemed to be, employees of the Village.

To the Village Board,

On Feb 3, the EA Village Planning Commission (EAPC) discussed the updated
proposal of Young Development to Subdivide and Rezone approx. 15 acres to allow for
110 units of Senior Housing at 270 Quaker Road. The parcel in question is currently
zoned for General Manufacturing and has been identified as light
industrial/manufacturing uses dating back to before the 2001 Comp Plan was
prepared. The Village’'s adopted Comprehensive Plan (2001) and the Update to the
Zoning Code in 2019 has been clear that these parcels are to be developed for light
industrial uses, similar to the LSI’'s development in Commerce Green. In fact, this
desire led to denying an application by Walmart many years ago for commercial/retail
development.

The Planning Commission (EAPC) would like to request a meeting with the Village
Board to discuss whether the Village Board wants to continue to promote light
industrial/manufacturing uses in the Village or whether there is a desire to more actively
promote senior housing. Our intent is NOT to discuss this specific project proposal, but
to get a better sense of the Policy direction and preferences of the Village Board with
respect to the Comp Plan.

The EAPC realizes that the proposed site has not been actively marketed for light
industrial uses, and that Village Policy may have changed in terms of land use/zoning
priorities. The EPAC acknowledges that Senior Housing is also a significant need for
the Village. Our dilemma is that the EPAC is trying to balance the Village’s long time
desire to promote light industrial/manufacturing at the site to create jobs, against the
need to provide more senior housing for residents that want to downsize/age-in-place
yet remain in the Village. As part of the EAPC’s deliberations, we would like to request
a meeting with the Village Board to discuss whether the Village Board wants to continue
to promote light industrial/manufacturing uses in the Village or whether there is a desire
to more actively promote senior housing. To reiterate, our intent is not to discuss this
specific project proposal, but to get a better sense of the Policy direction and
preferences of the Village Board with respect to the Comp Plan.

Representatives of the EAPC would request to be included on the Agenda for

the February 17t Village Board meeting to discuss this further. Planning Commission
members Castle, Morris, and Simeone will be available to attend the Village Board
meeting.
