TASTING NOTES
Maxville’s Estate Malbec hails 100% from our Koko Nor Vineyard in the Chiles 
Valley District, Napa Valley. This Opus One clone creates a rich, layered wine 
with notes of darker fruits, blueberries, dried herbs and violets. All of these 
flavors combine seamlessly in a full-bodied, mouth-filling Malbec with great 
balance and significant depth. Drink now or lay down for 5-10 years.
