RBC voted that their preference would be to have 1 unitary council. The Government will make the final decision in Spring.
Local Plan documents will be available from 18th December on the RBC website. Consultation likely to begin in January following the vote by RBC at full council meeting.
Cllr Daly attended to let us know that the decision to hold a community governance review will be made by RBC on Wednesday 10th December. This will rigger a 1year boundary review. The petition has been handed to RBC to separate Houlton from Clifton upon Dunsmore Parish to form their own Parish. Residents of Clifton upon Dunsmore are urged to reply. Query regarding whether the Locks will be included in new Houlton boundary. Concern regarding neighbourhood plan referendum and the effect this will have, Cllr Daly to assist with this. PC will respond to consultation when live. Elections for this will be held likely in May 2027.
