Due to residents attending to discuss planning application R26/0117 we propose to bring the item forward. Agreed by all.
Concerns raised by residents about traffic, infrastructure, school places. The land is good quality farmland and in an unsustainable location. It falls outside the boundary of the village. The planning application states that cars will be used minimally which will not happen, however there is only 1 bus every 90 minutes. There are environmental concerns due to badgers and birds of prey being on the site. The residents urge all villagers to make comments. The land was deemed unsuitable by RBC. The chair stated that at this time RBC does not have a 5year land supply so fighting planning applications is more difficult. 
Concerns raised about flooding at the junction of Lilbourne Road and the area is unlit. There are also concerns regarding air quality and the impact on the conservation area. Concern as the rear of the site is 6m higher and that larger buildings will be placed at the back of the site. Cllr Hassell has called the planning application in to committee. The Parish Council advised all attendees to make comments.
