Ready or Not, Here I Come – Again! 
Revelation 22:7-20 

 

 
Every year, as we prepare for the celebration of Jesus’ birth, we usually spend a lot of time (not to 
mention a lot of money, also) in the weeks leading up to December 25th.  I often wonder, have we 

done more to prepare for the celebration of Jesus’ first coming than we have to prepare for His 
second and final coming?  There are some basics to keep in mind for a person who wants to be 

fully prepared for Jesus’ final return. 
 
 

I. KNOW WITHOUT ANY DOUBT THAT JESUS IS COMING AGAIN! – Revelation 22:7, 12, 20 
 
 

A. God’s Word tells us more than 300 times, Jesus is coming again! – John 14:1-3; Acts 1:9-11 
 
 

B. Some will rejoice while many will be terrified! – 1 Thessalonians 4:15-18; 2 Thessalonians 
1:6-9 

 
 

II. EVERYONE NEEDS TO BE READY NOW! – Matt. 24:36 
 

 
A. Worship God and keep the words of this book! – Revelation 22:7b-9 

 
 

B. Make sure your robe has been properly washed! – Revelation 22:14; Jeremiah 2:22; Acts 

22:16 
 

 
III. WE SHOULD NEVER QUIT ON JESUS BUT PERSEVERE TO THE END! 

 
 

A. We must always stay focused on Jesus! – Hebrews 12:1-2   
 
 

B. One way that will help us keep focused on Jesus is to invite others to enjoy what we have! – 
Revelation 22:16-17 

 
 

Almost 2000 years ago, Jesus came, and though many had been waiting for Him, few noticed His 
arrival.  That first Christmas may have been easy to miss.  But when Jesus comes again, NOBODY 

will miss it!  Are you ready? 
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 WHAT MUST I DO TO BE SAVED? 

The Bible teaches that salvation and the forgiveness of sins is achieved only by the grace of God through 
the blood of Jesus Christ. Matthew 26:28; Romans 5:9; Ephesians 2:8-9; 1 Peter 1:18-19; 1 John 1:7.  

The Bible teaches that one receives God’s grace by: 

1) Having faith in Christ, trusting Him as both Lord and Savior. John 3:16; Acts 16:31; Hebrews 11:6 

2) Repenting from sin. Luke 13:3, 5; Acts 2:38, 17:30; 2 Corinthians 7:10; 2 Peter 3:9 

3) Confessing Christ. Matthew 10:32-33; Acts 8:37; Romans 10:9-10 

4) Being immersed (baptized) into Christ for the forgiveness of sins and to receive the gift of 
the Holy Spirit. Mark 16:16; Matthew 28:18-20: John 3:3, 5; Acts 2:38, 22:16; Romans 6:3-11;  
Galatians 3:26-27; Colossians 2:12; 1 Peter 3:21
