The Church that Jesus Built: Membership Requirements 
Acts 2:1-47 

 

Jesus paid the price for the church, therefore He has the right to “Build My Church” (Acts 20:28b; 
Psalm 127:1a).  By the end of Acts 1, all things were now ready for the church to come into 
existence.   
 

I. Setting the Stage 
 

A. Jesus had told Peter that He would give him “the keys of the kingdom” and these keys, or 

membership requirements, were about to be used for the very first time. – Acts 2:1 
 

B. Verses 2-4 describe the miracle that Jesus had promised (the baptism with the Holy Spirit) 

so that the church would begin in the correct way. – Acts 2:2-4, 6b-7 
 

C. Peter begins preaching that Jesus is the Promised Savior. – Acts 2:14, 21, 22-24, 32-33 

 
II. The Necessity of Grace 

 
A. Grace is “a benefit, a favor, or a gift that isn’t deserved or earned.” (Strong’s) – 2 

Timothy 1:9 
 

B. Without JESUS, there is no grace! – Ephesians 2:8-9 
 
III. The KEYS are used! – Acts 2:36-37, 38 

 
A. The people were told to do two things; repent and be baptized.  Why?  So they could 

receive two blessings; the forgiveness of their sins and the indwelling gift of the Holy Spirit. 
– Matthew 16:19; Acts 2:39-40 

 
B. There were 3000 people who responded to Peter’s message! – Acts 2:41   

 

IV. Membership Requirements - Jesus taught them; the apostles verified them. 
 

A. FAITH – taught (John 3:16) verified (Acts 16:31) – but see James 2:19 

 
B. REPENTANCE – taught (Luke 13:3, 5) verified (Acts 2:38) 

 
C. CONFESSION – taught (Matthew 10:32-33) verified (Romans 10:9-10) 

 
D. BAPTISM – taught (Mark 16:16) verified (Acts 2:38) 

 

Peter was quoting from the prophet Joel when he said in Acts 2:21, “And it shall be that 
everyone who calls on the name of the Lord will be saved.”  The only Biblical example to this 
is found in Acts 22:16, where the apostle Paul is recounting his own conversion experience and says 
that he was told by Ananias, “Now why do you delay?  Get up and be baptized, and wash 
away your sins by calling on His name.”  Have YOUR sins been washed away? 
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 WHAT MUST I DO TO BE SAVED? 

The Bible teaches that salvation and the forgiveness of sins is achieved only by the grace of God through 
the blood of Jesus Christ. Matthew 26:28; Romans 5:9; Ephesians 2:8-9; 1 Peter 1:18-19; 1 John 1:7.  

The Bible teaches that one receives God’s grace by: 

1) Having faith in Christ, trusting Him as both Lord and Savior. John 3:16; Acts 16:31; Hebrews 11:6 

2) Repenting from sin. Luke 13:3, 5; Acts 2:38, 17:30; 2 Corinthians 7:10; 2 Peter 3:9 

3) Confessing Christ. Matthew 10:32-33; Acts 8:37; Romans 10:9-10 

4) Being immersed (baptized) into Christ for the forgiveness of sins and to receive the gift of 
the Holy Spirit. Mark 16:16; Matthew 28:18-20: John 3:3, 5; Acts 2:38, 22:16; Romans 6:3-11;  
Galatians 3:26-27; Colossians 2:12; 1 Peter 3:21
