“Woah tiger! You nearly fell off the stage there, turn around and face this way,” instructs Teri.  
 
The glow-worm spins around to see a leather stool and a partition. 
 
“Take a seat,” cries Teri, whilst encouraging the audience to clap along, filling the awkward silence. 
 
Soon the little glow-worm is sat, but cannot take his eyes off the bright lights above. 
 
“Are those the other contestants?” the glow-worm asks. 
 
Teri shakes his head, revealing that those are indeed studio lights, much to the amusement of the audience. He 
asks for the lights to be dimmed slightly, before revealing that the female contestants are sitting and waiting 
behind the partition. 
 
“Welcome to Date Night! Please could you introduce yourself,” Teri asks in a professional tone. 
 
“Oh yes, of course. Hello. My name is Glyn. I’m a three-week old glow-worm and I’m looking for love!” 
 
A round of applause is heard from the audience.  
 
“Well Glyn, you’ve come to the right place. Behind this partition lies two wonderful ladies who are also looking 
for the perfect match. They are going to ask you a series of questions to get to know you a little better, before 
deciding if they’d like to go on a date night with you! How does that sound?”​
​
Glyn nods his head excitedly and soon the gameshow begins. 
 
“Now, contestant number one, what’s your name and where do you come from?” 
 
“Hello Teri and Glyn,” replies a soft voice from behind the partition. “My name is Gloria and I’m from the 
grasslands of Llantwit Major.” 
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Glyn looks impressed. It’s a place he’s visited many times before.  
 
“Hello Gloria, it’s lovely to meet you. What about you contestant number two? What’s your name and where 
do you come from,” asks Teri.  
 
“Well hi there boys,” replies a bold voice, “my name is Stella and I’m from the roadsides of Penarth.” 
 
Teri looks to Glyn for a reaction, to which the little glow-worm once again nods enthusiastically.

Not only are they good for 
picking out the perfect dinner spots, but all you have to do is shine a bright light and I’ll come running.”  
 
A rupture of applause and laughter once again fills the gameshow studio. Glyn not only seems to be a hit with 
the audience, but his answer seemed to also impress Gloria too.  
 
“And Stella, what’s your question please?” coaxes Teri.  
​
“So I like to spend most, if not all of my days up high from the ground. If we were to go on a date, how would 
you make sure it’s somewhere I feel comfortable?” 
 
“Well,” replied Glyn, “you don’t need to worry because I am blessed with the gift of flying. I have wings you see, 
so I can fly to you or fly us somewhere?

More applause erupts around the room, as Teri steps in to segway into the next part of the show.

“Really? And who would be the hider and who would be the seeker Gloria?.” 
 
“Well, I would have to hide and I think Glyn would have to try and find me. Don’t worry though, I can give him 
some clues if he gets stuck!”  
 
“Both very interesting answers there. Glyn, what are you thinking?”​
​
“It’s a hard one Teri,” replies a muddled Glyn. “They both seem really fun and both dates sound pretty good to 
me.”  
 
“Well,” replies Teri, “maybe this next round might help you out, as we get ready to play, this or that!” 
 
The audience excitedly clap along, as the studio lights whirl and an explosion of upbeat music is heard. 
 
“Now,” explains Teri, “this is how the game works. I’m going to ask you a series of questions and all you have to 
do is decide which answer you prefer - this one or that one. So, contestants, you’re going to need your paddles 
please.” 
 
The three grab their glitzy paddles that have been prepared earlier by the backstage crew. Upon each paddle lies a 
picture that will soon be associated with the question Teri Love is about to ask. The studio lights dim.  
 
“Okay, so question number one, would you prefer heading out for a fancy meal or staying in? This or that?” 
 
After some hesitation, all three contestants reveal their paddle boards for the audience to see. ​

“Well, Teri, I would love nothing more than to start a large family, so I am looking for someone who feels the 
same way,” Gloria proudly reveals. 
 
“And Stella? What about you?” asks Glynn.  
 
“Well, for me Teri, I would like to keep things just between the two of us.” 
 
Teri turns his attention back to Glyn, “would you like to reveal your answer please single man, sorry, I mean 
glow-worm?” 
 
“Well like Gloria, I too would love to start a big family of larvae. I feel it’s been my destiny since I was born, I just 
haven’t found the right person yet.” 
 
“Don’t speak too soon Glyn,” chuckles Teri, “things could soon change here, as it’s now time to reveal our 
contestants.” 
 
The audience lets out a huge applause and excited whispers ripple around the studio.  
 
“In a moment, Glyn, you will get to see what our lovely ladies look like and ladies, you will get to see our 
glow-worm Glyn. Now, both of our ladies have lights, which they already emit from their bodies. If they like the 
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look of you, they’ll keep their light on and if they’re not too sure, they’ll turn their light off. Does everyone 
understand,” double checks Teri.  
 
The contestants nod excitedly. 
 
“Then in that case, single man, please reveal yourself,” cries Teri.  
 
The studio lights begin to flash and flicker from up high and the once stationary partition slowly moves, 
revealing two bright lights from the female contestants. Glyn squints in an attempt to see clearly. 
 
“Ladies, please say hello to Glyn and Glyn, please say hello to Gloria and Stella.”

With that, Glyn begins to become disorientated and a little flustered to say the least. The little glow-worm begins 
to rock back and forth, his feet becoming less steady and the room begins to spin. 
 
“Uh, I think I need to sit down for a second,” Glyn announces, before slumping onto the nearby chair.  
 
As Glyn takes a moment to compose himself, Teri quickly distracts the audience. 
 
“Well, folks! It all seems a little bit too much for this glow-worm here. Whilst we let Glyn catch his breath a 
second, let’s move over and speak to the lovely Gloria and Stella. Ladies, what do you think of our Glyn?”  
 
I can really 
imagine settling down and maybe starting a family together.”
